Recognizing the SIGNS OF OVERDOSE can

save a life. Here are some things to look for:

e Small, constricted “pinpoint pupils”

e Falling asleep or losing consciousness
* Slow, weak, or no breathing

e Choking or gurgling sounds

e Limp body

e Cold, clammy, and/or discolored skin
